WHEREAS, Canon 3 of the Idaho Judicial Canons precludes ex-parte contact with the
court outside the presence of the parties;

WHEREAS, the procedures throughout the Fifth Judicial District for the handling and
processing Reports of Probation Violations and Applications for Early Discharge in felony cases
are not uniform and may in some circumstances result in ex-parte contact with the court;

WHEREAS, it is necessary to establish a uniform procedure for the handling and
processing of Reports of Probation Violations and Applications for Early Discharge in felony
cases, the following procedure is hereby adopted and shall be utilized throughout the Fifth
Judicial District:

(1) REPORTS OF PROBATION VIOLATIONS IN FELONY CASES:

AL THE PROBATION OFFICER SHALL PRESENT ANY REPORT OF PROBATION
VIOLATION TO THE PROSECUTOR. ANY REPORT OF VIOLATION SHALL INCLUDE ANY PROGRESS
OR SPECIAL PROGRESS REPORTS WHICH REFERENCE THE COMPLIANCE OR NONCOMPLIANCE OF
THE DEFENDANT WITH THE TERMS OF HIS PROBATION.

B. THE PROSECUTOR SHALL DETERMINE IN A TIMELY MANNER IF THE STATE
INTENDS TO PROCEED ON THE REPORT OF VIOLATION AND IF SO, SHALL FILE A MOTION TO
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
